7. James CONNELLY.* Born September 16, 1836, in Ballinafad, County Roscommon, Ireland. In 1847
at the age of 10 he came to America with his family. He married Margaret Higgins in 1859 in Chilton,
Wisconsin. He signed up for the Civil War and was discharged in 1865. In 1870 he and his wife moved to
Delwein, Iowa, then in 1884 they moved again to Norfolk and Battle Creek, Nebraska. He died December
28, 1904.
